
 

 

PROSPECTIVE STUDENT‐ATHLETE 
COMPLIMENTARY ADMISSIONS 

POLICY & PROCEDURES 
 
Prospective Student-Athletes 
 
During an official or unofficial visit, a maximum of three (3) complimentary admissions to a 
campus athletics event in which a SPC’s team participates may be provided to a prospect. 
 
The coach is responsible for completing a SPC Prospect Pass List and forwarding it to the 
Compliance Office.  The pass list must include the name(s) of the prospect(s), name of the 
prospect’s educational institution, number of tickets needed. 

 
Completed pass lists are due to the Compliance Office by 5:00 pm, ONE day prior to 
the day or night of the event.    

 
No complimentary admissions will be available at an event without prior notice. 
 
Complimentary admissions can not be provided to a prospect during a recruiting “dead 
period.” 
 
High School, Prep School, Two-Year College Coaches
 
Entertainment of a high school, college preparatory school or two-year college coach or any 
other individual responsible for teaching or directing an activity in which a prospect is 
involved shall be confined to SPC’s campus and shall be limited to providing a maximum of 
two (2) complimentary admissions (issued only through a pass list) to home athletics 
contests. 
 
The coach is responsible for completing a SPC Prospect Pass List and forwarding it to the 
Compliance Office.  The pass list must include the name(s) of the high school, college 
preparatory school or two-year college coach(es), name of the coach’s educational 
institution, number of tickets . 

 
Completed pass lists are due to the Compliance Office by 5:00 pm, ONE day prior to 
the day or night of the event.    

 
No complimentary admissions will be available at an event without prior notice. 
 
Complimentary Admissions Pick Up 
 
Prospects, high school, college preparatory school or two-year college coaches can pick up 
their complimentary admissions for following events at the locations specified: 
 
Basketball Games @ Table next to the ticket office.
